Welcome back students and families! I am so pleased to be back for another exciting year of learning, but I am especially thrilled to be working with your child this school year.  We have had a successful first week of school and I am looking forward to many more.  You can expect a monthly newsletter, such as this one, to inform you of the many wonderful things that are going on throughout our school and in our classroom.


LANGUAGE ARTS


This month we will be introduced to the reading strategies of predicting and making connections. Students will also practice skills of sequencing, and cause and effect relationships.  Reading folders are used to keep our reading work throughout the week.  Student work is collected at the end of the week and will receive a check plus ( for complete and all correct), check (for complete and mostly correct), or an check minus ( for incomplete and/or mostly incorrect)   As a class, we will be introduced to the strategy of story boarding before working on our first writing.  We will also practice adding more adjectives and descriptions into our writings as well. In addition to this, students will be able to identify subject and predicates of sentences that they write. In the area of handwriting, students will be introduced to cursive letters A,B,C, and D.  I know that parents will be anxious to read some of the student writings, but students will keep their writing folders at school for organization purposes. At the end of the year parents can expect to see all of their child’s writings in their anthology-style publishing notebook.





MATH


Our class is currently working on the math skills of identifying place value and value of digits up to the hundred thousands place. Students will also learn how to order and compare these numbers.  Rounding four digit numbers to the nearest ten, hundred, and thousand will soon follow in the next upcoming weeks.





SCIENCE/SOCIAL STUDIES


   Throughout the year we will switch classes to receive Science and Social Studies content.  I will teach your child Science and Mrs. Day will be teaching Social Studies.  In Science this month, the students are learning about animal adaptations and food chains. In upcoming weeks, your child will be studying animal habitats.  In Social Studies, the students will be learning about rules and laws.  They will also review map skills.  Notes are kept in your child’s interactive notebook.  Please review  notes and vocabulary with your child nightly to review concepts taught in class.
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
