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LANGUAGE ARTS


This month we will continue to practice using the strategies of determining important facts in non-fiction, making connections, predicting, and visualizing. We will be introduced to summarizing and use this strategy to retell paragraphs and stories.  Please be sure to have your child read some type of literature for 20-30 minutes each night. 


Students will also be introduced to the skills of using context clues to determine meaning, fact vs. opinion, and main idea.  In the area of grammar, students will work with words that are homophones, singular/plural nouns, possessive nouns, and action/linking verbs.


  In the area of writing, students will use the four square model as a prewriting strategy to assist them in writing  a complete two paragraph “How-To”. In the area of handwriting, students will be introduced to cursive letters  G, H, I, and  J.  























MATH


For the second nine weeks, our class will begin working with the concept of counting money. Students will be working on identifying coin and dollar amounts.  Students will also learn how to add and subtract amounts. Calculating change back will also be a skill that students will be performing.  After the money unit, the time unit will follow.  Please have students practice past math skills such as rounding, 4 digit adding, and 4 digit subtracting nightly and on the weekends.


SCIENCE


   Our class will begin the new quarter with Science content. In Science this month, our class will be investigating matter.  Students will identify physical properties of matter, and the molecular make up solids, liquids, and gases.  Students will also be able to explain changes of states that matter go through. The phases of the moon and water cycle will follow our matter unit.  Please review notebook notes nightly with students.
