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LANGUAGE ARTS


This month we will be introduced to the reading strategies of determining importance and visualizing. We will continue to practice using the strategies of  drawing conclusions, making connections, and predicting. Students will also continue practicing the skills of sequencing and  cause/effect, but will be introduced to comparing/contrasting and context clues. Students will give their first oral report through the perspective of their favorite literary character on Book Character Day.  A letter informing you of Book Character Day criteria will be sent home next week. Students will begin working on their second narrative writing using the story boarding model where they will describe a walk through the forest. Students are expected to include adjectives and sensory details into their writings. In the area of handwriting, students will be introduced to cursive letters D, E, F, and G. 


MATH


Our class is currently working on the math skills of rounding.  Students will be able to round  4 digit numbers to the nearest ten, hundred, and thousand.  Students will also learn how to identify fact families and utilize the properties of addition. Adding and subtracting with regrouping will soon follow in upcoming weeks. Please have students practice past math skills  such as comparing, ordering, and place value nightly and on the weekends.

SOCIAL STUDIES


 In Science we will continue our animal unit by learning about foodchains of  various terrestrial and aquatic habitats (Forest, Rainforest, Desert, Grassland, Ocean, River, Marsh, and Swamp). We will also have a habitat project that require students to build a diorama of a habitat of their choice. Habitat letters will be sent home with a rubric for student expectations. 


In Social Studies students will be wrapping up the rules and laws unit and began studying maps.  Students will recall on past map skills from second grade and build upon those by adding new third grade SOL map skills such as grid mapping, locating oceans and continents, and various views of the globe. Notes are kept in your child’s interactive notebook.  Please review Social Studies and Science notes and vocabulary with your child nightly to review concepts taught in class.
